Ontario Winter Games 2010

The Ontario Winter Games will be held throughout the Muskoka region from Thursday, March 4™ to Sunday, March 7™
Diving will be held in Sudbury at Laurentian University

Accommodation for all athletes, coaches, managers and officials will be at the Radisson Hotel in Sudbury

All clubs have been notified of their diver spot allotment — it is very important to advise Dive Ontario as quickly as possible IF
you will not be using all of your allotment

The team manager/coach should be of opposite gender. If needed, the manager can be a diver parent.

If your club would like more spots, contact the office to be put on the waiting list

REGISTRATION

Clubs must determine which athletes, coach & manager will be attending the Games

All participants (athlete, coach, manager, official) must then complete an application form and waiver. Clubs can download
these forms from the OWG website at http://www.20100ntariowintergames.ca/psoforms.html

The fee for each athlete is $70.00 - this includes accommodation, meals and internal transportation for the duration of the
Games

There is no fee for the coaches, managers and major officials

Clubs will be invoiced by Dive Ontario for the diver fees — do not send individual cheques

Each club must complete the OWG “PSO spreadsheet” found at (http://www.20100ntariowintergames.ca/psoforms.html) with
the information collected on the application forms from the divers, coach and manager

The waivers and PSO spreadsheet must be sent to Dive Ontario no later than January 5, 2010

***Please be sure to check all waivers to ensure that they have been signed and witnessed in all appropriate spots****

INTERNALTRANSPORTATION
During the Games, transportation to and from the venue will be provided by bus for all participants
